2006 SPAIG Award –

     Jai noted that the current deadline was February 28th.  It was anticipated that two or three applications might be received.  An application had been received in 2005 from NC State.  NC State will be contacted to determine if they want to resubmit and be reconsidered this year.  It is planned that there will be one award granted in 2006.  Jai will circulate the applications in March to the SPAIG committee members and committee members will provide rankings.  A teleconference has been scheduled for Thursday, April 6 at noon Eastern Time to make the final selection.

Salary Survey-

    Bob Starbuck indicated that a salary survey would be conducted in 2007.  Bob will send details regarding the salary survey to Jai Choi and Rahul Parsa who will provide leadership in the conduct of the 2007 salary survey.  It was suggested that a budget of $17,000 for the survey in 2007 would be appropriate.  Further discussion should take place with Diane Anderson from Iowa State after the JSM meeting about the conduct of the salary survey.

Web Site –

   Bill Parr requested case stories of interesting partnerships.   PowerPoint slides and word documents would be appropriate.  Bill will solicit the applicants for the SPAIG Award for material that could be placed on the Web Site once the applications have been received.   The announcement for these applications makes reference to the possible posting of this material on the Web Site.  It was suggested that it could be useful to have a check box on the application form itself asking for the applicant willingness to post a summary on the web site.  It was noted that the material in these applications for the SPAIG Award could be presented by the applicants at a future JSM SPAIG sponsored session.  

JSM-
